6. Duration of the appointment shall initially remain for a period of two years and

ect to the satisfaction of the Commissioner of Customs. The Commissioner of
Customs shall have the right to terminate the appointment at any time after assigning
specific reasons and giving an opportunity for the custodian to explain his case. The
appointment shall be reviewed before the expiry of the initial period of approval of two

vears and may extend such approval to a further period of five years at a time subject to
the fulfilment of conditions as per Regulations 5 of the HCCAR, 2000.
